Personal Social and Emotional
Development:

During this half term we will be learning
how to take care of sea creatures, and
how to care for ourselves on the beach

and in the sun. We will be discussing
our ideas with others and taking in
turns to share our experiences.

Communication and Language:

We will be learning to develop our
spoken language by connecting our ideas
with our experiences. We will be
listening to others and asking questions
to deepen our understanding. We will be
learning new vocabulary to extend our
communication.

Literacy

In Literacy we will be writing a ‘Wanted’
poster for a pirate, fact files for sea
creatures and we will also be learning to
use bullet points to write about how to
stay safe on the beach.

In reading, we will be working on our
comprehension skills and exploring non-
fiction texts about sea animals.

How To Support Your Child at
Home:

e Take your child to the beach and talk
to them about sea animals.

e On the beach, talk to your child about
the different coloured flags.

e Look for shapes and patterns in the
environment.

e Talk to your child about coins and
using money to pay for things.

e Begin to talk about changes and the
transition to year 1.
